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CHANDE

El chandé es un ritmo de la region caribe de
Colombia. Presenta dos variantes
principales: una ligada a la tradicion de los
bailes cantados del Magdalena y la depresion
momposina, que hace parte del conjunto de
ritmos practicados en el formato de
tambora; la segunda -mas conocida en el
ambito popular urbano- es caracteristica de
la musica y la danza tradicional del Carnaval
de Barranquilla. Chandé suena a carnaval y a
una noche de tambora a orillas del Rio
Magdalena. La alternancia de solista-coro
recuerda la muasica de Toto, Venancia,
Martina... y otras grandes cantadoras del
Caribe colombiano.

Ritmos 4e la Tierra (2013) es una coleccion de
diez obras para banda escritas entre los
grados 2 a 4 sobre géneros y ritmos
musicales latinoamericanos. El impetu
ritmico, la diversidad de colores y
ambientes, asi como el espiritu de variados
referentes musicales, hacen de cada obra
una oportunidad para enriquecer el
repertorio de concierto, para conocer mas
acerca de América Latina, o sencillamente
para disfrutar de la magia de su mdsica y su
sonido en la orquesta de vientos. Espere en

2025 la segunda serie de Ritmas 4e la Tierra,
con diez nuevas obras que relatan la
diversidad musical y cultural del continente.

CHANDE

Chandé is a rhythm from the Caribbean
coastal region of Colombia. It has two main
variants: one linked to the tradition of sung
dances in the region of the Magdalena River
and Depresion Momposina, which is part of a
set of rhythms performed with the tambora
format, and the second - best known in
popular urban areas - is part of the
traditional music and dance from the
Carnival of Barranquilla. Chandé brings the
carnival’s sound and a night of tambora
alongside the Magdalena River. The
alternation of solo-chorus recalls the music
of Totd, Venancia, Martina ... and other
great singers from the Colombian Caribbean.

Ritmos de la Tierra (2013) is a collection of ten
works for wind band, written for levels 2 to
4, inspired by Latin American genres and
dances. The rhythmic drive, the diversity of
colors and atmospheres, as well as the spirit
of various musical references, make each
piece an opportunity to enrich the concert
repertoire, learn more about Latin America,
or simply enjoy the magic of its music and
its sound in the wind orchestra.

Look forward to the second series of Kitmos

de la Tierra in 2025, featuring ten new works
that reflect the continent’s musical and
cultural diversity.

Composer and music educator with a focus
on composition, arrangements, and music
production for symphonic and popular
ensembles, as well as research on
educational topics and the design of
pedagogical materials.
